The 14th-ranked Tiger men’s basketball team opened its final 
weekend of regular season play with a 75-64 win over Colora-
do College last night in Sams Gymnasium.  The Tigers remain 
atop the SCAC West Division standings with a 12-2 confer-
ence mark and have clinched the West’s top seed for the con-
ference tournament.

Last night’s win over Colorado College was Head Coach Pat 
Cunningham’s 200th win at Trinity.  Cunningham, who recent-
ly secured his 350th career win, is the winningest coach in 
school history - in both wins and winning percentage.

Charles Houston narrowly missed a triple-double in last night’s 
game, collecting 15 points, 10 rebounds, and eight steals.  Not 
only that, but Houston’s two steals broke a tie for the career 
steals record at Trinity.  Houston is now both the single season 
and career leader in school history.

B.J. Moon is now just one assist away from reaching 200 in 
his career, which would make him the 14th player to reach 
the milestone.  He also is five steals from reaching 100 in his 
career.

Patrick Robinson recently joined Moon as one of just 13 play-
ers in school history to have made 100 or more three-point 
field goals.  Moon is also just the fourth player to hit 40 or 
more threes twice in his career.  His career-best was 44 three-
pointers last year, and he needs just four more to surpass that 
total.

Trinity will wrap up the regular season schedule tonight 
against Austin College.  The Tigers defeated the ‘Roos 74-62 
in Sherman, Texas earlier this season.  The last time the two 
teams met in San Antonio, Trinity took an 87-60 win over Aus-
tin College.
