Trinity’s 11th-ranked men’s basketball team salvaged a road 
weekend split in SCAC play, following Friday night’s 86-67 loss 
to Millsaps with a 71-67 overtime win at Hendrix on Saturday.

The Tigers remain atop the SCAC standings with an 11-2 SCAC 
record.  Trinity is 20-3 overall this season, securing the ninth 
20-win season in school history.  Six of those have come un-
der Head Coach Pat Cunningham, who recently won his 350th 
career game and who is one win away from his 200th victory 
at Trinity.  He is by far Trinity’s all-time winningest coach in 
both total wins and winning percentage.

Charles Houston had 13 points and tied his career high with 
15 rebounds in Saturday’s overtime win.  He also tallied two 
steals in the game to tie Jason Morris (2001-05) for Trinity’s 
all-time steals record.  Houston, who recently broke his own 
single season record, is in the top 10 in SCAC history in career 
steals as well.

Not only is B.J. Moon close to becoming the 14th Trinity player 
in history to reach 200 career assists, but he is also five steals 
from becoming the eighth Tiger player to reach 100 in a ca-
reer.

Patrick Robinson joined Moon as one of just 13 players in 
school history to have made 100 or more three-point field goals.  
Moon is also just the fourth player to hit 40 or more threes 
twice in his career.  His career-best was 44 three-pointers last 
year, and he needs just four more to surpass that total.

Trinity will host Colorado College and Austin College in the 
final weekend of the regular season on Friday and Saturday 
nights.  Trinity beat Colorado College 73-59 earlier this year 
- the opening weekend of conference play.  The last time the 
teams met in San Antonio, Trinity earned a 59-40 win.
