Trinity swept its final weekend of the regular season, securing
SCAC wins over Colorado College and Austin College on Friday and
Saturday.

Trinity defeated Colorado College 75-64, then beat Austin College
88-55, and will be the West Division's top seed at this weekend's
SCAC Championships Tournament. Trinity will face the East's fourth
seed in Sewanee: University of the South at 1:00 p.m. on Friday af-
ternoon, kicking off the men'’s tournament.

Seniors Charles Houston and B.J. Moon led the Tigers to victory this
past weekend. Moon led the team with 14.5 points/game and hit
11-17 (64.7%) from the field — including 5-9 (55.6%) from three-point
range. Houston narrowly missed a triple-double against Colorado
College, putting up 15 points, 10 rebounds, and a career-best eight
assists.

Houston also broke a tie for Trinity’s record in career steals over the
weekend, taking over the record for himself. His 176 career steals
put him seventh in SCAC history, and his 69 steals this year — a Trin-
ity single season record — put him in the top 10 in conference history
for one season.

Moon is now just 12 points from reaching 900 in his career, becom-
ing the 26th player in school history to reach the milestone. Over
the weekend, he also became the 14th player at Trinity to record 200
or more assists in a career, and is five steals from joining Houston
as one of only eight Tigers to reach 100 in a career.

With his five three-pointers this weekend, Moon is now 10th in Trin-
ity single season history with a career-best 46 threes this year. He
is seventh in school history in three-point field goals, needing nine
more to tie for sixth place.

Since the SCAC Tournament began again in 2003, Trinity has won
three conference championships in six years. The Tigers hold a
record of 12-3 in the tournament, and have had nine All-Tournament
team selections.

Trinity defeated Sewanee 55-40 earlier this season in San Antonio,
Texas. Moon led the team with 16 points, while Dwight Lutz scored
15 points off the bench. The two teams have met twice in the SCAC
Tournament, with Trinity winning in 2003 and in 2005. Trinity beat
Sewanee 75-60 in the first round in 2003, then Trinity won 72-53 in
the 2005 SCAC Championship game over Sewanee.
