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1. BASIC INFORMATION

The Love of Three Oranges by Carlo Gozzi
Translated and adapted by Roberto Prestigiacomo
25 actors (13 females and 12 males)
2. EDUCATIONAL VALUE

This play gives the students the opportunity to test in a performance environment the styles of Commedia dell’Arte, Teatro di Figura, and Bunraku while developing the skills of mask work, puppetry, and physical performance.  
3. ENTERTAINMENT VALUE

The Love of Three Oranges is a comedy and a fairy tale that reaches every member of our audience. It is magical and highly theatrical.
4. RESOURCE EVALUATION

Costumes
About 15 costumes with masks for the major characters
About 10 costumes for puppeteers (some like Bunraku, and others like Teatro di Figura)

About 10 puppets of different sizes.

Scenery
The eight different locales of this play could morph from one locale to the other through a different arrangement of the concrete elements that define the universe the play. 
Light Design

Physical theatre performance is enhanced by a flexible approach to lighting.  Let’s explore:  
1. Shadow theatre 
2. Projections as scenery elements.

3. Maneuverable light instruments 
4. Horizontal lighting. 
Sound
It would be great to use a composer for this project, hopefully the same composer we are using for The Triumph of Love.  If this is not possible, I will create the soundscape for the performance.
