This play offers a variety of educational opportunities for not only the cast and crew but also the audience.  For the actors involved, this is a chance for further exploration of types of characters they have not come in contact with, and it will teach them how to be able use movement and vocals to the full extent so as to move quickly from one character to another, giving each one personality and differentiation.  This play will also be beneficial to the audience in an educational realm because many students our age at a liberal arts college, most of whom are from larger city and wealthy families are not aware of the extent of hate and lack of acceptance and understanding that some people in this country still have towards homosexuals.  This is a somewhat controversial play which is not something the department does very often, and I think it would not only be a welcomed change, but that it is necessary for us to make the student body think about the shows we produce and have them leave our productions thinking about relevant issues.

Fortunately, this play does not require extensive scenery or costumes; it is an actor driven piece and could be considered for the first slot in either semester. The scene changes often and rapidly, so scene changes would be accomplished by a simple move of a chair or table.  This is also true for costume changes.  To distinguish between characters, since many are played by the same person, a simple addition and removal of hat or scarf would be sufficient.  The only really expensive and technically challenging part of the play is the use of television monitors hanging from pipes on which actual news footage would need to be displayed.
