ASR General Meeting Minutes

November 3, 2008

ASR President Adam Cason began the general meeting at approximately 9:17pm.

Accountant Emily Christen gave a brief report on the balance of ASR’s account. ASR holds the same amount as last week.
The all campus BBQ was a great success. Food for 300 went very quickly. Perhaps the event can occur next year because of the big showing. The event cost $1,143 in total, therefore each group will pay $230 for the event. Any suggestions should be sent to Michaela who is keeping records for next year.

Adam then gave an update on the Joint Statement for Student Rights. A group has been formed to look at the Joint Statement for Student Rights. The committee is looking at revising the statement and separating the philosophy from the procedure. No rights will be taken away, the wording is simply being evaluated. As changes are made they will be approved by ASR.

A Townhall Meeting will be held in Mabee on November 11, made up of a panel of several members of ASR. There will be a table set up in front of a microphone for questions and or comments to be made by students. Please attempt to e-mail your constituents about this event.
Scott then discussed the TigerRide voucher expansion. A proposal has been made to properly monitor the amounts of vouchers available in boxes. Recently the boxes have been cleared out, except for Prassel.

Midnight Madness has received funds ($500 from Kappa Kappa Delta and $800 from Tigerfest). Gamma Chi Delta is still asking for funds for t-shirts etc. Discussion about whether this event is within the scope of ASR’s mission ensued. Because it is a spirit event, some agree that this event fits under the mission of ASR. A recommendation for the club to request money from PAWS. Consistency in distributing funds is key. Local establishments are being asked for funding as well. ASR perhaps could do best at promoting the event and thus fostering school spirit. Advertising and promoting the event could be placed in the ASR newsletter. 
ASR is doing a Mirage spread. This will take place next week and the following week in the evening in front of the Bell Center. Rob will send out an e-mail about times.

One-on-One sign-up sheets with Adam were passed around.

The Short-Term Parking Proposal was then discussed. The university would create several temporary parking places around campus under the proposal. The desired enforcement method would be for parking meters. Approval of ASR is desired for this project. Violations would result in $40-$60 fines. An addition added to this proposal would be a suggested time limit. The Parking and Traffic Committee will meet to discuss this proposal and make revisions to this proposal. ASR will not address the fee issues and leave it up to the Parking and Traffic Committee. Voting will take place considering this as a generic proposal. 

A motion to vote on the Short-Term Parking Proposal was then made and it was passed 13-1-1. It will now go ahead to the Parking and Traffic Committee.

The amount requested by ASR for t-shirts is $1,010. The issue of t-shirts being an incentive for attendance was discussed. The necessity of t-shirts at the event was also discussed. The consideration must be made that ASR does not have as much money as it used to. A discussion of the differences between 
Grayson moved to help Midnight Madness through PR and advertising.

A move to allocate $250 towards supporting Midnight Madness was passed 6-4-5. Adam vetoed the vote.
