ASR President Adam Cason began the meeting at approximately 9:15 pm.

Mere Dyak and Sam Morganroth of Gamma Chi Delta gave a presentation regarding the need for funds for Midnight Madness. The program has many expenses that need to be covered, and Gamma Chi Delta, who runs the program, is requesting around $500 from ASR.  The event promotes school spirit, involves students, faculty and the Trinity community. The more money donated, the better the event will be. Any donation from ASR will be greatly appreciated. Around 700 students attended last year, and heavy promotion is expected for this year’s event. The request for the use of the Bell Center for this event has been submitted and the date is currently being secured. 
Michaela then discussed an all campus barbeque to be held prior to the Trinity v. Rhodes game. An estimated 200 students will be expected and the event will begin at approximately 12:30pm.  The idea that the barbeque be available within the football field was proposed. The event would also look positive in the eyes of prospective students and alumni. The issue of conflict was also discussed. The weekend of the proposed event is a busy one due to the fact that is Alumni Weekend and the day of a Trinity in Focus admissions event. It was decided that due to the large amount of activities going on that weekend, the barbeque should be postponed by a weekend or two.  At next week’s meeting, a new date will be proposed.
Rob and Adam then gave a presentation on Risk Management. 

Following the Risk Management presentation, Adam discussed getting a slow computer fixed in the cubicle. $100 is requested to fix this computer. 

Maria then discussed the kitchen supplies proposal. The issue of thievery was discussed. Leaving the materials with RMs and RAs to check out materials to students was an idea proposed. The Athletic Attendance Ad Hoc Committee was then discussed. The motion to create this committee was made and seconded. The creation of the committee passed.

The Funding Proposal Form Adoption was discussed. Some revisions were suggested including stricter funding rules. These rules would include the requirement of receipts for purchases. The motion to institute this form was seconded and passed 15-0-0.

Cesar moved that $700 be allocated to attending the ASGA Conference. The motion passed 14-1-0.
